Back to School Olympics
Choose teams by having four different colored bandanas in a bag (enough for one for each player, and for an even number on four teams) and youth draw out a bandana.  

1. Balloon Stomp – 500 points for 1st, 300 for 2nd, 100 for 3rd 
a. Supplies:  Balloons, string

b. Object: to be the last team with un-popped balloons

c. Game: blow up balloon and tie to ankle, stomp others balloons

2. Back Pack Toss – 100 points for 1st, 50 points for 2nd, 10 points for 3rd 
a. Supplies: back pack filled with books

b. Object: to throw the back pack the farthest

c. Game: One person will stand in a designated spot and throw the back pack

3. Pass the Apple to the Teacher – 400 points for 1st, 200 for 2nd, 100 for 3rd 
a. Supplies: an apple for each team

b. Object: to pass the apple down the line

c. Game: apple is passed between each team member under the chin

4. Quiz Bowl – 300 points for 1st, 200 for 2nd, 100 for 3rd 
a. Supplies: three questions, paper and pencil

b. Object: to correctly answer all three questions

c. Game: four people from each team will answer the questions

5. Race to the Bathroom – 600 points for 1st, 300 for 2nd, 100 for 3rd 
a. Supplies: one beach ball for each team, one hall pass

b. Object: to get each team member to the bathroom and back

c. Game: teams will race one at a time to the other end of the gym with a beach ball between the knees and a hall pass around the neck.  Once they reach the “bathroom”, team member will race back to the waiting team and hand off the pass and the beach ball

6. Three man PBJ making contest – 200 points for 1st, 100 for 2nd, 50 for 3rd 
a. Supplies: two pieces of bread, peanut butter and jelly, knife

b. Object: to make the fastest PBJ sandwich

c. Game: two team members will be blindfolded and stand with their arms around shoulders of the other person (so each one only can use one hand).  Other team member stands on opposite side of table with hands behind his back.  This person will direct the blindfolded team mates on how to construct the sandwich.  Blind folded team mates can only do what they are directed to do.

7. Paper Airplane Toss – 100 points for 1st, 50 for 2nd, 25 for 3rd 
a. Supplies: sheets of paper

b. Object: to make a paper airplane that will fly the farthest

c. Game: two team members will have five minutes to make as many airplanes as possible and then on a given signal – fly the planes.  Points are awarded to the planes that go the farthest

8. Race to the Corner (just for fun)
a. Teams will huddle in opposite corners of the room

b. On “go”, teams will race for the opposite corner doing the specified activity (running, skipping, crab walking, hopping)

9. Blind Polygon – 200 points for 1st, 100 for 2nd, 50 for 3rd 
a. Supplies: rope

b. Object: to create the designated shape

c. Game: half the team will be blindfolded and the other half will direct them in making the requested shape.

10. Fastest Sharpener in the West – 100 points for 1st, 50 for 2nd, and 30 for 3rd 

a. Supplies: pencil sharpener, pencils

b. Object: to be the first team to have all their pencils sharpened

c. Game: relay race to see who can sharpen their pencils first.

Summary:  Yes, the game was just for fun – but it also had a purpose – and that was to create a sense of community among us.
