“The 30 Second Showdown”
Materials: paper, pens, and a clock or timer
Directions: Choose 2 teams of 2-3 teens and have each team sit on opposite sides of the room. Tell them they aren’t to shout their answers but to quietly share their answers with their team mates and to choose one team member to do the writing. Prior to class come up with 3 categories where answers can be listed (ex. women of the bible). Give the students 30 seconds to write as many answers as they can. The team with the most correct answers gets a point. Since this is a short game you need to either be prepared to let them play several different times with new teams each time or couple this game with another. Teens will get into this and the adrenaline will be pumping!
