Cast: 

George: friend

Sarah: member of Thrive
David: member of Thrive
Laura/Bob: member of Sarah’s small group
George and Lindsey are at their lockers preparing to go home after school. Sarah runs up to join them, excited and out of breath. Other students are milling around below the stage.
Sarah: I am sooooo excited it’s Wednesday!!!

George: Why? What happens on Wednesday?

Lindsey: Oh, she’s just excited about American Idol. Tonight’s the finale. 

Sarah: No, that’s not it. I quit watching after Daughtry got kicked off.

Lindsey: Well, then what are you so excited about? I don’t know about you but I have tons of homework. I am definitely not looking forward to tonight.

David, another one of their friends, joins them at the lockers.

Sarah: Tonight is Thrive. Woohoo!!!

George: Thrive? What is that?
